In the meantime, we’ve filled Elantra Touring with standard features: A DOHC 
4-cylinder engine that sips fuel. A sport-tuned suspension and 5-speed manual 
transmission. Standard safety features include six airbags. Anti-lock Braking System 
(ABS) with Electronic Brake-force Distribution. And Electronic Stability Control 
(ESC) with Traction Control System (TCS). An iPod®-ready audio system with 6 
speakers.2 Power windows, door locks and air conditioning. Elantra Touring even 
comes with America’s Best Warranty, including 10-year/100,000-mile Powertrain 
Protection and 5-year/unlimited miles Roadside Assistance.3

So go 
ahead. Unlock the door with the remote keyless entry and settle into the eight-way 
adjustable driver's seat, upholstered with a breathable cloth that holds you firmly in 
place. Turn the key in the illuminated ignition, and use the steering wheel audio 
controls to adjust the volume. Stash your water bottle into the big beverage holder in 
the map pocket and grab your shades from the sunglass holder.1 As you adjust the 
rear-view mirror, look at all the standard features: A 60/40 split fold-down rear 
seatback. A rear-seat center armrest with cupholders. A rear 12V power outlet with 
retained power. A rear window with defroster and wiper/washer. There’s even an 
optional cover for the cargo area. Now grip the optional leather-wrapped steering 
wheel2 and notice what other high-end items are available on Elantra Touring. 
Options include cruise control3, a tilt-and-telescopic steering wheel and a power tilt/
slide sunroof. Clearly, Elantra Touring's vocabulary mixes the words performance 
and versatility unlike any other vehicle on the road.

When you consider all the safety features that come standard on Elantra Touring, 
it’s like you are traveling with your very own security detail. Secretly working 
behind the scenes are front and rear crumple zones, side-impact door beams, 
hood-buckling creases and an energy-absorbing steering column. There are six 
airbags: Two advanced front airbags with Occupant Classification System (OCS); 
two front seat-mounted side-impact airbags; and two roof-mounted side-curtain 
airbags for front and outboard rear-seat occupants.1 Also on constant alert: Active 
front head restraints and a tire pressure monitoring system (TPMS).2  Then there 
are the features our safety engineers included to help you avoid an accident in the 
first place. Like an Anti-lock Braking System (ABS) with Electronic Brake-force 
Distribution. And Electronic Stability Control (ESC)3 with Traction Control 
System (TCS).4 Best of all? Traveling with this entourage won’t cost you a fortune.

Active front head restraints move upward and forward in certain 
rear-end collisions to help provide extra protection against 
whiplash.

electronic stability control

ESC is an active safety system that automatically applies the brakes 
to individual wheels and adjusts engine output as needed to help 
keep the vehicle on its intended path.

traction control system

For greater control when accelerating or driving on slippery 
surfaces, the Traction Control System that’s standard on Elantra 
Touring reduces engine power and/or applies the brakes to the 
wheel that is slipping, effectively rerouting power to the wheel that 
has greater traction.
