Three-way Door-Gate (A & B). Conve-
nience isthe key to the lightweight Three-
way Chevrolel Door-Gale.

We documented
that when three 1976 Vegas with Dura-
Built 2-barrel carburator engines con=-
quered 60,000 miles in and around Daath
Valley in 80 days during the summoer of '75.
Maintenance was adjusted for dust con-
ditions. Only one timing belt was replaced
and 24 ounces of coolant were added to
one of the three engines. (Read the Vega
Dura-Built engine warranly on page 18))
