The overture

More than 100 years ago, Wilhelm Maybach built a car that

pointed the way to the modern era. His Opus No.1 went

down in history as the first Mercedes, and he is still remem -

bered as the “king of the design engineers.”

The first act

His son, Karl, took over the reins, creating further master -

pieces between the twenties and the forties. Having set

many standards in terms of size, tech nology and perform -

ance by the end of the twenties, Maybach followed this 

up in the thirties with a surprise move: the introduction of 

a “small” model, known by the abbreviation SW, which

stood for swing axle. The picture here gives some idea of 

its stunning design. It was lovingly handcrafted, a unique

product built in accordance with the wishes of the individual

customer, as is still the case with every Maybach today. 



1Stated rates of acceleration are based upon manufacturer’s track results and may vary depending upon 

model, environmental and road surface conditions, driving style, elevation and vehicle load

The second act

Like Mercedes-Benz, the Maybach brand belonged to 

the elite of the automobile world. At the end of the 20th

cen tury, some of the most capable and imaginative minds 

at Mercedes-Benz took up the challenge to return Maybach 

to that position. The result is certainly dramatic. But let’s

begin at the subtle end of the scale, because the first thing

you’ll notice about the new Maybach is how quiet it is. 

The acoustic engineers tracked down and essentially silenced

all sources of noise intrusion. You won’t hear much from 

the engine either, but you’ll certainly be able to feel its power.

The V-12 engine, with its 5.5-liter displacement and twin

turbochargers, accelerates the car from 0 to 60 mph in just

over 5 seconds.1 That the rear seat passengers can watch

movies at the same time is merely one indicator of how the

Maybach has remained true to its original spirit while

offering the best of current technology.







The finale

We have fitted the Maybach with everything it takes to make

a premium sedan agile and dynamic. Take the AIRMATIC Dual

Control air suspension with Adaptive Damping System, for

example. This system differs from conventional spring-based

suspension in that it gives the Maybach an extraordinarily

comfortable basic suspension set-up without compromising

its responsive handling. The suspension can also adapt

automatically to the condition of the road surface and 

the given situation, virtually ironing out bumps in the road.

Speed-sensitive power steering contributes to agility that 

is remarkable for a car of this stature. Standard equipment

DISTRONIC helps maintain a set distance from the vehicle 

in front: if the gap between vehicles decreases by a certain

level, the Maybach automatically applies partial braking

power to help slow the vehicle; if the gap widens the car 

is accelerated to the preset speed.1 Finally, PARKTRONIC

helps with parking, emitting visible and audible signals to

warn the driver that the vehicle is getting too close to an

obstacle detected in its front or rear path.

1DISTRONIC adaptive cruise control is no substitute for active driving involvement. It does not react to stationary objects, nor recognize or predict the curvature and lane layout 

of the road or the movement of vehicles ahead, and it can only apply a maximum of 20 % of vehicle braking power. It is the driver’s responsibility at all times to be attentive

The interior appointments

The headliner of the Maybach is trimmed with Alcantara.

Embedded in it are dials that show the rear passengers the

current speed, the time and the outside temperature. For

entertainment there’s a high-resolution screen for each rear

passenger in the back of the front seats – or in the partition

that is available as an option for the Maybach 62, com-

pletely separating the front and rear compartment from one

another. The front seats are served by the color display 

for the COMAND system.
