When you’ve got either a 2.0T engine or a 3.6
litre V6 powerhouse under the hood, you could
start walking with a little more swagger in your
step. With 200 hp and 207 Ib-ft of torque, the 2.0
litre is Turbocharged to deliver the might of a big
engine in a small package. And the 3.6 litre V6
doles out a whopping 280 hp at 265 Ib-ft of
torque at your command. Both use FSI direct
injection to ensure you get power when you need
it. You might even be tempted to show off a bit, but
there’s no need to grandstand. With all that smart

In the event of certain
kinds of rear-on collisions, they actually move up
and forward to help avoid the effects of whiplash.
And though it's true - you can’t expect that kind of
care from, say, the subway or your office chair -
there’s really no need to strap on the
helmet and kneepads.
