Drive the Golf Plus and you’'ll benefit from the very latest engine
technology. A choice of six different engines enables you to select

the option that best suits your requirements.

TSI technology provides exciting additions to the range that combine both
power and economy. TSI is the name given to Volkswagen’s twincharged or
singlecharged petrol engines with direct petrol injection. The basic features
common to all TSI engines are the downsizing concept, direct injection and
turbocharging. This innovative engineering results in high tech engines
with excellent torque and power output combined with low fuel
consumption. Incorporated into the TSI engines is FSI technology, whereby
fuel is injected directly into the combustion chamber under high pressure.
The benefit of this method - is that it only burns the exact amount of fuel

required helping to reduce fuel consumption and boost performance.
