Braking System (ABS), Brake Assist (BA) and Electronic Brake-force 

Distribution (EBD). 

ANTI-SKID BRAKING SYSTEM (ABS)

ABS allows the driver to continue to steer around an obstacle under emergency 

braking. It prevents the wheels from skidding by rapidly ‘pulsing’ each brake 

independently, heping the driver retain control of steering whilst minimising 

the stopping distance.

VEHICLE STABILITY CONTROL (VSC)

VSC prevents loss of control by dampening understeer (front wheel sideways 

skid) and oversteer (rear wheel sideways skid).

VVT-i is a technology that maximises engine performance by optimising the

timing of the air intake (and in dual VVT-i engines, exhaust) depending on

whether you are accelerating, cruising, passing or just idling.
