Plus there’s the latest fuel injection and technology 
including Exhaust Gas Recirculation (EGR) to help 
LandCruiser 70 meet the Euro 5 emissions standards.

Then when it comes to harnessing such impressive 
power, the proven 5-speed manual transmission 
delivers smoothly across high and low range, even 
when faced with testing terrain and carrying some 
heavy loads.
