When the Gls came home, they
scooped up every surplus Jeep vehicle
they could find and started a trend that
hasn't ended yet. Willys-Overland,
which built 357,114 Jeep vehicles dur-
ing the war, anticipated the demand,
and the first C) (Civilian Jeep) model
rolled off the line in 1945, not long af-
ter the shooting stopped.

Tough, durable and able to negotiate
the most difficult terrain, Jeep vehicles
quickly became favorites of hunters,
outdoorsmen and people who needed
to go places no other vehicle could
take them.

Auto technology moved fast in the
postwiar years, and Jeep vehicles
helped set the pace with improved en-
gines, AWD drivelines and other hard-
ware, They ako provided the underpin.

ANTI-LOCK BRAKES

leep four-wheel drive technology increases driving securily
with an anti-lock brake system (ABS) which provides all-
wheel ABS capability while engaged in four-wheel drive. With
the wheels locked, a driver might lose control of the vehicle,
which would slide in whatever direction inertia carried it
ABS allows the wheels to apply maximum braking pressure to
allow continued maneuverability.

The Jeep ABS incorporates independent electromagnetic
wheel speed sensors, integral rear and independent front
brake modulators, an electrohydraulic power booster and a
digital computer that conirols the system.

SHIFT-ON-THE-FLY

On-the-fly means the driver can
shift from two- to four-wheel drive
and back simply by flicking a lever
while the vehicle is underway.
Both Selec-Trac and Command-
Trac are on-the-fly systems. The
difference is that with Selec-Trac
you can shift into full-time four-
wheel drive and keep it engaged
indefinitely on any surface. Com-
mand-Trac, on the other hand, like
all part-time systems, is designed
for temporary four-wheel drive
use—for maximum traction while
off the highway or on slippery or

marginal surfaces.
